Position Overview

live, and how they shape the culture — that geography is really about people. For civics, you will
use the Hillsdale College K-12 Program’s “1776” curriculum, to teach the concepts which drove
the formation of the United States, and which still are the foundation for responsible citizenship.

This role is ideal for an educator who values depth over scale, enjoys teaching across disciplines,
and wants to help shape a new school from the ground up. We anticipate small class sizes, will
enable teacher autonomy in developing / adjusting course plans, and will encourage strong
connections with students.

You must acknowledge that each student is a child of God, with unique capabilities and
shortcomings. Your role is to allow them to recognize these as they progress, such that they
deservedly grow in self-confidence through the year.
